ESSENTIAL INFORMATION FOR TEACHERS

This unit is assessed through an externally set assignment. The work produced for the
externally set assignment will provide all the evidence required for this unit.

Because of the open-ended nature of this unit, it may be linked with any specialist optional
unit.

A teaching programme will need to take place before the set assignment is introduced, in
order to familiarise students with the type of tasks and evidence required. Students should be
given the opportunity to practise their skills in working with a brief before attempting the set
assignment. The brief should be written to reflect the vocational context of artists, designers
or craftspeople and should use terminology outlined in the unit. It should include:

- aclient

+ astated topic or theme

+ reference to the potential audience or consumers who will see, buy or use the finished
work

+ alist of requirements including constraints that might limit the number of colours to be
used in a design or preclude the use of certain materials or techniques in a painting or
craft artefact

« adeadline.

Teaching strategies

Students will need to practise working to set briefs. The importance of meeting a deadline
should be stressed to students. Terms like ‘constraints’ and ‘deadline’ should be explained.

In this unit, students should use what they learned about creating and developing visual ideas
in Unit 1: 2D & 3D visual language (Intermediate) and producing and presenting completed
work in Unit 2: Materials, techniques & technology (Intermediate). They should also use the
skills in collecting visual information developed in Unit 3: Exploring others’ work
(Intermediate).

Some students are likely to need support to ensure that they complete work of satisfactory
quality within the time available. They may also need help in presenting and evaluating their
work, especially since the emphasis is on evaluation in relation to the brief rather than
aesthetic or other considerations.

Regular feedback may be given to students through day-to-day discussion using the
assessment criteria.

Assessment strategies

This unit is externally assessed.

Resources

Students will need access to a range of media, materials and associated tools and equipment,
together with adequate work and storage space. Access to visual information can be through
printed publications, originals or reproductions of art, craft or design work and electronic
sources, such as CD ROMs or the Internet. Information about copyright law should come
from up-to-date sources to ensure that it is accurate. Facilities will also be needed for storing
work safely and securely.
