other towns and cities. You must be able to identify these features including:

•  residential areas

•  commercial areas

•  retail areas

•  industrial areas

•  recreational and leisure facilities

•  infrastructure, for example roads, railways and waterways

•  community  buildings

•  health facilities

•  educational facilities.

Sometimes it is inappropriate to continue the large-scale development of an existing town or

city and the decision is made to construct an entirely new town.

You must know the main reasons for building new towns including:

•  overcrowding within existing towns

•  inner-city decay, such as derelict and disused buildings and factories

•  increased car ownership and increased mobility

•  the location of new industries on greenfield (undeveloped) sites

•  increased leisure time requiring space for leisure activities.

Planning a new town is different in many ways from developing an existing town or city.

You must understand the main planning requirements for a new town in terms of:

•  residential building

•  commercial building

•  industrial building

•  public transport.
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You need to produce in the external assessment evidence of the development of one town and one city to include:

•  an investigation into how it has developed over the last 100 years

•  a map showing the location of the town or city and a plan of the town or city showing its main features

•  notes on how employment trends and population size have affected development and how the current needs of the community are affecting ongoing developments.

The development of new towns, including:

•  outline planning requirements for a new town

•  notes on the main planning requirements of a new town

•  a plan showing the layout of your new town.

This unit gives students an opportunity to see how a city or town changes over a period of

time. It uses the knowledge gained to examine the planning of a new town or a substantial

new settlement.

Visits to new towns and older communities would be desirable to help students appreciate

the different ways in which cities and towns develop, the type of facilities they offer and the

contrasts between old and new communities. Local authority planning offices and local

libraries can provide much useful information.

The students will need to know about existing new towns, the stages in their development

and the reasons for their development before they can produce their own realistic outline

plan of a new town.

The learning requirements that lead to the two parts of the assessment could be combined by

studying an existing community and then using the information gained to redesign the town

or city.

Both learning activities are suited to group work and could be undertaken alongside Unit 10:

Working as part of a team (Foundation).

This unit is externally assessed. When preparing for the assessment the city or town chosen

could be one familiar to students. Students should be able to understand the main factors that

affected the development of the existing community and new towns.

Students are not expected to analyse fully the social, economic and political structures that

affect city and town development, but should show a broad awareness of the issues. For

example the effects of migration to cities or towns from the country, the effects of new

industries and the effects of planning zones (residential, commercial, industrial, retail) on the

city or town.

Grading for the external assessment will be based on the following general qualities that

distinguish between the three grades:

•  increasing depth and breadth of understanding

•  increasing coherence, comparison and drawing valid conclusions

•  increasing independence and originality.

Pass

Images and supporting notes do not need to be students’ own original work. Adaptation of

the available material could be carried out with detailed guidance from you.

The identification of features of, and influences on, the town or city, such as residential

areas, infrastructure and education, need not be comprehensive but should not contain

significant omissions. The same applies to identification of the main factors affecting

development and to the reasons for the development of new towns.

Students should be encouraged to present their work clearly. This could include organising

work into a manageable format with a contents page, sections, pagination and identification

of the sources used.
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Merit

Students could produce their own sketches and drawings of the existing community and

sketches and plans of the new town. Supporting notes could be reworkings of text obtained

from standard textbooks and journals.

Diagrams and drawings should be clearly annotated and labelled and their sources

acknowledged.

The explanation of how community needs affect development does not have to cover every

community need but should deal thoroughly with two or three needs and clearly show how

one influences another.

The use of technical terms and language should be accurate and appropriate but guidance

from you is acceptable.

Distinction

Students should show reasonable fluency in the skills and language associated with the unit.

Evidence of how planning requirements meet the needs of the intended population may be

shown by reference to an existing new town. Originality should be rewarded as long as any

suggestions appear feasible.

Students are not expected to show complete independence and originality of approach in

finding and using information. It is expected that you will need to give guidance to students

of all grading levels. However, a distinction student should show more independence than a

pass student.

To prepare for the external assessment, and achieve the learning required by this unit,

students will need access to a technical library/resource centre that contains reference

information on past and present development, planning and design of the built environment

and the infrastructure. This will be enhanced by access to Local Plans, Structure Plans and

case study material of town and city development/s. Some information may be gained from

Internet access and government reports. Where practicable, visits to nearby towns and cities

or substantial settlements will also bring realism to the learning process.
