Notes: 

1. Conduct of Examinations 
 

• STARTING TIMES OF EXAMINATIONS: Each examination must be taken on the day and at the time as shown on the 
timetable. The published starting time of all examinations is either 9.00 a.m. or 1.30 p.m. Candidates with more than 
one examination in a session should take these consecutively. A supervised break may be given between consecutive 
examinations.  

• Centres may start an examination earlier than, or later than, the published starting time for the session without prior 
approval from Edexcel. However, in order to maintain the security of the examination all candidates must start 
examinations scheduled for a morning session no earlier than 8.30 a.m. and by 9.30 a.m. and for an afternoon session 
no earlier than 1.00 p.m. and by 2.00 p.m., except where arrangements have been made for dealing with timetable 
clashes. No other departure from the timetable is permitted without the prior written approval of Edexcel. Applications 
for such changes must be received by 28 April 2009. Examination centres should refer to the JCQ publication 
‘Instructions for Conducting Examinations’ in the first instance. 

• Candidates who take an examination earlier than the published starting time shown on the timetable must remain 
under centre supervision until one hour after the published starting time for that examination.  

• Candidates who take an examination later than the published starting time shown on the timetable must remain under 
centre supervision from 30 minutes after the published starting time for the paper concerned until the time when those 
candidates begin their examination.  

• When a change is made to the published starting time for an examination it is the responsibility of the centre to inform 
all candidates affected by the alteration.  

 
2. Subject specific notes  

• If coursework for GCE Art Units 1 and 3 is to be sent to Edexcel for moderation, it must be submitted no later than 1 

June 2009. If work is to be moderated at the centre, it must be available for moderation during the period 5 May 2009 

to 27 June 2009. 

• The papers for GCE Art Units 2 and 4 should be given to the teacher-examiner for reference as soon as they are 
received in the centre in order to prepare for the preparatory supporting studies. This will provide the opportunity for 
centres to incorporate the Externally Set Assignment and the preparatory study period into their course structure. 
There is no fixed period for the preparatory work. Centres are free to structure the supporting studies in any way they 
choose over the year. However, the date chosen for the eight hour (AS) or twelve hour (A2) test must allow sufficient 
time for the work to be ready for external moderation between 5 May 2009 and 27 June 2009. If the work is to be 
sent to Edexcel for moderation it must be submitted no later than 1 June 2009. 

• All units for GCE in Applied Art & Design are moderated by means of a centre visit from an Edexcel moderator. 
External assessment for GCE in Applied Art & Design is through the following means: 
Unit 6: Develop Set Ideas (AS Single and Double Awards) Summative Project 

Unit 7: Produce Set Ideas (AS Double Award)  Summative Project 

Unit 11: Develop and Produce Own Ideas (A2 unit) Synoptic Project

refer to the documents for further details. Assessment will be carried out by centre assessors and externally moderated 
at the centre visit during which moderation of portfolio units will occur. There are no time restrictions or set hours in 
which the projects must be carried out. The only stipulation upon centres is that all work must be completed and 
assessed by 15 May 2009.

Assessment will be carried out by centre assessors and externally moderated at the  
centre visit during which moderation of portfolio units will occur. There are no time restrictions or set hours in which  
the projects must be carried out. The only stipulation upon centres is that all work must be completed and assessed  
during the summer term, by 30th June 2009 at the latest. 

 
• The GCE Drama & Theatre Studies practical examinations (Units 2 and 5) will be taken in the period 1 February 

2009 to 31st. May 2009 by arrangement with the Visiting Examiner.  

• The GCE Drama and Theatre Studies practical examination (6DR02) will be taken in the period 1 February 2009 to 
31 May 2009  

 
• The advance materials for GCE English Language Unit 2 (6372) and GCE English Language & Literature Unit 2 (6382) 

should be given to candidates on 29 April 2009. 

• The advance materials for GCE Geography Specification B Unit 5A (6475) and Unit 6 (6476) should be given to 
candidates on Friday 1 May 2009. Unit 5B coursework (6475/02) and the correct Attendance Register should be sent 
to the examiner to arrive by Friday 5 June 2009. 

• The examination for 6718/01 and 02 may be held in three sessions on the timetabled days.  

• The GCE AS Music Technology Unit 1 Structured Commentary examination (6713/01) should be conducted on 1 May 

2009 a.m. examination session. Candidates' completed scripts should be submitted with 6713/01 Coursework by 15 

May 2009.  

• GCE AS Music Technology Unit 1 (6MT01) stimulus material may be released to candidates in September 2008 with 
the work being submitted to the examiner by  15 May 2009. 

• GCE AS Music Unit 6702 (Paper 21) Compositional Techniques may be released to candidates on 1 March 2009 with 
the work being submitted to the examiner by 1 May 2009.  

• GCE AS Music Unit 2 (6MU02) composition briefs may be released to candidates in September 2008 with the work being 
submitted to the examiner by 15 May 2009.  

 
Modern Foreign Languages (Legacy Units)  

• The GCE French, German, Italian, Russian, Spanish and Urdu Unit 3 and Unit 4 Speaking Tests conducted by     

Teacher Examiners should be conducted between 7 March and 15 May 2009. The French, German and Spanish Unit 

3 and Unit 4 Oral tests conducted by External Examiners should be conducted between 7 March and 15 May 2009. 

The French, German and Spanish Interpreting tests will be conducted by Teacher Examiners between 11 May 2009 

and 15 May 2009. 

• The GCE French, German, Italian, Russian, Spanish and Urdu Unit 6 examinations consist of sections A, B and C. 
These components may be split over two sessions on their timetabled dates so that the Listening Paper is taken 
separately from the other sections. The Listening and Writing paper (section A - 45m) may be taken in the morning and 
the Reading and Writing and Writing in Registers components (sections B and C -2h) in the afternoon or vice versa. 
Where such arrangements occur, the candidates should be subject to centre supervision between examinations. 

Alternatively, if candidates sit all components in the one session a supervised break may be given between the 
Listening and Reading and Writing papers.

• The GCE French, German, Italian, Russian, Spanish, Urdu and Chinese Unit 1 Speaking Tests conducted by Teacher 
Examiners must take place between 7 March and 15 May 2009.
